Slide 1

 Reconnect: 

Students to reconnect with previous language and phonics learning. In pairs they will greet each other and say how they are feeling today by using the grid on the board and being mindful of the phonetical sounds. Please ask a few students to demonstrate their conversation. 


Slide 2 – Students to write the date and title in their exercise books. .  


Engage:


Slide 3 


Students to look at the new adjectives on feelings on the board which are written in in blue and red. There are 4 questions to answer. There is no need to record anything. This is a discussion in pairs about what they see and notice. 

Slide 4- Answers to the questions on Slide 3. 

Slide 5 – Listen and repeat the words. Please press the sound icon to hear the pronunciation. Students to repeat the words. 


Slide 6 – In pairs, students mime an adjective and their partner has to guess the feeling using the French word. After 3 mimes, they can swap over. 


Model: 

Slide 7- Students to look at the conversation grid, which asks about how someone is feeling, and answers the question. 

Students to write down a subheading of Reading in their books. 
They need to write down numbers 1-5 in the margin. They then need to read the sentences in the end column and write in English how each person is feeling e.g., sad   or I am sad. 

Challenge: Can they identify the sentences where adjectives for girls are used? They can just write the number(s) of the sentences for these. 


Slide 8 – Answers to Slide 7. 

Apply:


Slide 9- Students use the same sentence builder to write a sentence in their books in French about how they are feeling. 

e.g. Je suis calme. 

They can extend their sentence to include another adjective if they use the conjunction et (and). 


Plenary
Slide 10- On their table, students go around clockwise, asking the person on the left the question: Comment ça va?
Start with the person in the top right-hand corner of every table. 

The students then answer the question in French, using the sentence they have just written. The person asking the question can tell them in English what they have just said back. 

Did everyone choose the correct adjective for them either being a boy or a girl?
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
