	1. Key vocab to be listed on planning
1. Vocab relevant to the unit to be displayed in the classroom
1. Children to been given opportunities to discuss the meanings of these words to gain confidence in using them
1. All staff in class to be aware of the relevant vocab to ensure consistency

	Children to demonstrate good progress in their learning which builds on teaching from previous years
	Subject leader to develop clear L/ MTPs. Teachers to develop carefully constructed STPS and discuss with subject lead. Each plan must have a clear and purposeful sequence of lessons matching learning objectives from the progression of skills and knowledge documents.
	1. Teachers to be confident in their own knowledge of the area being taught
1. Teachers to follow the correct documentation for planning to ensure that lessons are taught in a meaningful order- Long term plans
1. Subject leader to ensure all staff are confident. Deliver staff training if required
	Through monitoring- looking in children’s books and having conversations with children about their learning.

Regular discussions with staff to adapt and edit planning to ensure knowledge is embedded
	Monitoring days, INSET days and/or staff meetings
	Monitoring in 2022/23

Book checks, lesson walk through and conversations with children/ teachers and support staff.

	To develop and use effective assessment within geography
	Children to complete – cold and hot tasks at the start and end of a unit to show progression and to help identify any gaps in knowledge in order to inform planning.


	1. Cold tasks to be given to children at the start of a unit to gather an understanding of what the children already know
1. Hot task to be given at the end of the taught unit to assess knowledge.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Conversations with pupils during and after topic to see if pupils retain facts. 
	Teachers through relevant preparation/ marking of hot and cold tasks
