	1. 
To know the seasons in the United Kingdom. Spring, Summer, Autumn, Winter
To know what the weather is like daily in each season. 
To know what ‘typical’ weather is like in each season.
	To understand the links to Science.
To understand that weather is not always predictable. E.g. drought, flooding, excessive snow.
To understand how weather patterns affect life in the United Kingdom. 

	Summarise the weather in each of the seasons in the UK.

	2. 
To know what the Equator is. 
To know which countries lie on the Equator. (Brazil, Kenya, Maldives.
To know that countries on the Equator don’t experience Spring, Summer, Autumn and Winter.
	To understand what countries that are on the Equator have in common. 
To understand why countries on the Equator have a consistent temperature all year round. 
	Explain what the weather is like in countries that lie on the Equator.

	3. 
To know what the North Pole is.
To know where the North Pole is located. 
To know countries that are near the North Pole (Russia, Canada, Norway, Denmark). 
To know the differences between the countries around the North Pole and the Equator.
	To understand which continents and oceans are closest to the North Pole (development from last year’s Geography unit for Y2. Y1 – use maps to show location of Arctic Ocean and North Pole). 
To understand the temperatures in countries closest to the North Pole. 
	Reflect on what life is like for people who live in countries near the North Pole.

	4. 
To know what the South Pole is.
To know where the South Pole is located. 
To know that Chile is the closest country to the South Pole.
To know the differences between the countries around the South Pole and the Equator.
	To understand which continents and oceans are closest to the South Pole (development from last year’s Geography unit for Y2. Y1 – use maps to show location of Antarctic and South Pole). 
To understand the temperatures in countries closest to the South Pole.
	Summarise what the weather is like in the South Pole. 

	5. 
To know where hot and cold countries can be found in the World. 
To know that hotter countries lie near the Equator.
To know that colder countries lie near the Poles. 
	To understand that different countries have different weather patterns depending on their location. 
To understand how to use a globe, atlas and world map in order to identify hot and cold countries. 
	Evaluate the different challenges that people face who live near the Equator and near the Poles.

	6. 
To know the difference between human geography and physical geography. 
To know some physical geography: beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation, season and weather.
To know some human geography: city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour and shop. 
	To understand what man-made means.
To understand that our planet is made up of different types of geography features. 
To understand how to identify if a feature is physical or human. 
	Explain the differences between human and physical geography. 

	7. 
To identify the human and physical geography features of a small area in the United Kingdom (suggestion: a region in Scotland may give children a contrast to their local area whilst also giving them a variety of both physical and human features). 
	To understand why human geography features are interspersed with physical geography features. E.g. people’s homes, jobs, schools, shops etc. 
	Think Critically about why human geography has been built in this region.

	8. 
To identify the human and physical geography features of a small area in a non-European country. (suggestion: a region in Canada gives the children a link to their previous learning about the North Pole whilst also giving them a variety of both physical and human features).
	To understand the similarities and differences between the areas studied in lessons 7 and 8. 
To understand how to compare two places. 
	Reflect on your findings of the two key areas and explain the similarities and differences that you have found. 

	9. 
To know how to use a key on a simple map.
To know how to use symbols on a map to find landmarks. 
To know that aerial photographs differ to maps even if they are of the same area. 

	To understand how to use photographs and maps to find landmarks. 
	Explain how you can use a map to find landmarks.

	10. 
To know how to devise a simple map with a key.

	To understand how to use observations and photographs to help to create a simple map with a key. 
To understand how to choose symbols for a key and to keep them simple. 
To understand how to use colour on a map to represent different features. E.g. blue for river, green for roads etc.
