To understand where key rivers (Thames, Nile, Amazon, Mississippi, Yangtze, Ganges, Mekong) are in the world and the continents that they are in. 
Colorado river runs through the Grand Canyon and flows through the Rockys region.
	

	6. 
To know the differences and similarities between the Thames, the Nile and the Amazon Rivers. 
	To understand the features of the named rivers in the LO.
To understand the differences and similarities in the locations, length, climate and use/settlements of the named rivers.
	

	7. 
To know what the water cycle is and how rivers and mountains affect it. 
To know the names of each stage of the water cycle.
	To understand the different stages of the water cycle and what happens at each stage. 
To understand how rivers and mountains are linked to the water cycle. 
To understand why the water cycle is important. 
	

	8. 
To know how human geography such as the distribution of natural resources (such as water) has developed. 
	To understand that humans need water in order to survive and they have had to make changes to the human geography of our world in order to harness this natural resource. 
To understand the things that humans have built, added, changed to our natural water in order to use it effectively in modern day life.

To know how human and physical features have changed over time in regions where there are rivers and mountains.
	To understand that physical features occurred before human features.
To understand that human features have been built in order to provide settlements, jobs, income to surrounding communities. 
To understand about significant communities surrounding rivers and mountains e.g. the Sherpas on Everest, indigenous societies of the Amazon.

To know how to use a compass.
	To understand how to locate given areas (rivers and mountains in the UK) using a map. 
To understand how to use grid references.
To understand the use of a compass and how it can be used to locate areas. 
To understand the eight points on a compass.
To understand that different types of maps can show different views. E.g. road map different to ordinance survey.

To know how to use a map to locate regions (lesson 3 and 6) and to describe rivers and mountains using maps for around the world.
	To understand contour lines on maps and how these can be used to show the heights of mountains.
To understand how to use scale on a map to tell the length, width of a river.

To know how to create a map from given resources including using a key.
	To understand how to use a key and the importance of simple symbols. 
To understand how to create a scale, grid references and contour lines on your own map. 
To understand the importance of detail and precision. 
To understand how to interpret a map in order to create your own map sketch.
