Change to a new 2-year cycle following the addition of new units to accommodate the changing class structure ending in 2022/2023.

The previous 2-year cycle had been dictated by whole school themes which have now been removed.

Units need to be revised in line with current guidance, e.g. former Tudors topic in UKS2 to be revised to a theme that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066 – democracy and autocracy through the changing power of monarchs, through case studies on King John and the Magna Carta in contrast to Henry VIII.

The local context is made explicit throughout, e.g. Monk Bretton Priory (in KS1 and UKS2) and 
changes in industry which affected the locality, e.g. canals to rail (LKS2) and the development and demise of the coal industry and its impact on the local community (UKS2)
