3. To know England has not always had a
monarchy

There were times in history where Kings and Queens did
not always make the right choices and thought that they
were important to listen to others. They thought that they
were chosen by God so they could do as they wished.

King Charles | died during the civil war and there was no
King. People were cross and did not want to replace the
King until they asked his son King Charles Il to be King.

To know that we have a Prime Minister, called Boris
Johnson, who runs the country but they still have to ask
permission from the Queen to make decisions. People
choose which person they want to be the Prime Minister
(by a vote) and the most popular person gets the job.




The Queen is the Head of State and the British Monarchy is
a constitutional monarchy - the ability to make and pass
legislation resides with an elected Parliament.

The Queen opens each new session of Parliament and
meets with the Prime Minister regularly.

There have been 13 different Prime Minsters during the
Queen’s reign.
